    Phonics

Children will be continuing our work introducing phase 5 sounds. We will be focusing particularly on split vowel diagraphs. 
Computing
Children investigate how we derive information from different sources.  They create graphs and charts and make general statements. They use data loggers to explore environmental conditions. They also organise objects using branching databases.  They explore how computers might sort objects, noting the process of Repeat. They build upon their  eSafe practice.

English
Children will be reading a variety of traditional stories and fairy tales before moving onto writing their own version of a story.  
Children will spend time immersing themselves in a story through role play, using props and puppets.
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PSHE

Children will be developing the understanding of what a healthy lifestyle is. This will include the importance of healthy eating and exercise. 
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Religious Education
Children will be developing an awareness of different groups that they belong to.

Topic
Once upon a time

Children will be learning about the role of Monarchs and where they live. They will be focusing on the life of Queen Victoria and comparing her life to that of Queen Elizabeth II. During this topic they will also have the opportunity to look at a variety of different castles and explore how people lived in the past.
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Maths

Children will be using and consolidating the use of numbers up to 100. They will be using language such as equal to, more than, less than, most, least and fewer. Children will be putting their knowledge into context to solve practical problems.

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Science

The children will be exploring everyday materials that are all around them.
They will look at the properties of materials, how they are made and investigate floating and sinking.
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Physical Education
Outdoor P.E - Games with a focus on ball skills and team games.
Indoor P.E – Gymnastics with a focus on using their bodies to create different shapes.
