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As well as learning to sing, play, improvise and compose with the well-known song Mamma Mia, children will listen and appraise more ABBA hits. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]We will introduce the children to learning about the language of music through playing the glockenspiel. The learning will be focused around exploring and developing musical skills, using the glockenspiel and, if ready, the children will start to use scores.



Science

State of Matter:
The children will be studying States of Matter. This will involve identifying what solids, liquids and gases are and how they change state. We will also look at evaporation and condensation and the part they play in the water cycle.

Sound:
Later in the term, we will explore Sound. We will identify how sounds are made and how they reach the ear. We will explore pitch, volume and distance.

Working scientifically will be a big focus in our learning. The children will begin to understand how to use experiments to gain important results to enquiries they have formulated and then record their findings accurately using various methods.

Autumn Term
Religious Education

The children will be learning about Christianity. The children will add to their knowledge of this religion, focusing on a range of areas.

Geography & History - Groovy Greeks

The children will be exploring many different aspects of Greek culture this term, focusing on family life, the structure of society, Greek culture, the Olympic Games, Greeks at war and the legacy they left behind.

In Geography we will locate where Ancient Greece was and look at the modern day names for key places. We will explore human and physical features of the landscape and use atlases to identify where the Greek army travelled to and from during their time.

            

Maths

We will be focusing on place value and four digit numbers to begin with. Children will engage in a range of practical experiences to consolidate their understanding and explore other possibilities to a problem. The children will then extend to rounding numbers and counting in multiples of 6, 7, 8, 25 and 100.

Children will then use this secure knowledge to help them with written calculations. This will involve adding and subtracting four digit numbers securely, including exchanging tens and hundreds.

Times tables will be a big focus beginning with 2, 5 and 10 and moving on to 3, 6 and 9.

                  
Computing
Coding:
The children will be using Purple Mash to gain an understanding of what coding is and how it is used in computer programs. They will then go on to create their own programs where they will learn to change the actions using commands. This will eventually lead to the outcome of their own functioning program.

Online Safety:
We will discuss ways to keep safe online and children will produce an online safety presentation and information materials.

English
Narrative:
We will begin by looking at a range of Greek Myths, exploring how they were written and what lessons can be learnt from reading them. We shall study them closely and realise how we can develop our writing skills using the rich vocabulary they possess. The children will work towards writing their own Greek Myth, focusing on characterisation and how they can be effectively described. 

Non-fiction:
Later in the term we will explore reports. The children will practise the skill of note taking, using several sources, before collecting their own notes about a chosen aspect of Ancient Greek life and finally presenting this information in a report.

Poetry:
The children will look at a variety of riddles, focusing on the vocabulary and structure used before experimenting with writing their own.

Grammar will continue to be a large part of our learning, covering speech punctuation, different  sentence types and consolidating our use of conjunctions.
PSHE and Growth Mindset

Children will be learning how to become a good learner and why this is important in the classroom and beyond.

We will also focus on Healthy Lifestyles. Exploring what a healthy lifestyle looks like and how we can make informed choices for ourselves. The children will learn to recognise achievements, risks and changes and how to keep themselves happy and safe in a variety of settings.
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
