Sports Premium Overview
At Roebuck Academy we believe that PE and Sporting opportunities play a crucial and critical role in helping children to develop healthy and active children, with the potential to change young people’s lives for the better.
At Roebuck Academy, we recognise the contribution of PE and sport to the health and well-being of the children. We believe that an innovative, varied PE curriculum and extra-curricular opportunities have a positive influence on the concentration, attitude and academic achievement of all our children.
Our Primary School Sport’s Funding enables us to continue to extend our provision through employing additional sports professionals as appropriate, entering into more sports competitions and training our staff to deliver in-house quality PE lessons.
The senior leadership team and PE sporting team are committed to ensuring that all pupils receive at least two hours of high-quality, well planned and resourced PE sessions per week, delivered by confident and well-trained teachers and coaches. The successful delivery of our sporting curriculum supports all aspects of health education within the school.
In addition to the two hour PE recommendation, the school will take part in a ‘daily mile’ initiative. This will consist of a 20 minute session each day exercising around a marked track. In the Spring Term, we shall also be implementing a ‘half termly’ challenge, which will allow the children to practice a small key skill every week that half term, with the view of improving their score / skill / time each time. Scores will be tracked by the pupils and class teachers, with time given in PE sessions to further develop these skills.

What is the Sports Premium?
The Sports Premium is an allocation of additional funding provided to schools each year to improve provision of Physical Education (PE) and sport in primary schools. This funding is provided jointly by the Departments for Education, Health and Culture and Media and Sport. The aim of the funding is to improve the quality of sport and PE for all children. Each school will receive approx. £16,000 plus £10 per pupil for all children in Years 1 – Year 6 in 2021/22.
The funding can only be spent on sport and PE provision and is part of the 2012 Olympic legacy which had such a massive impact upon our lives in this country.
We have seen a massive improvement in the teaching of PE since this initiative began in 2013 because we have had the funding to employ specialists who work closely with our teachers’ week on week which has had a strong impact upon teacher’s teaching. The children have enjoyed and benefited from a range of sports which will continue because we are 100% committed to providing the best sporting opportunities that we can year on year

Purpose of the funding:
Schools have to spend the sport funding on improving their provision of PE and sport, but we have the freedom to choose how we do this.
Possible uses of the funding include:
Hiring specialist PE teachers or qualified sports coaches to work alongside primary teachers when teaching PE
New or additional sport clubs
Paying for professional development opportunities in PE/sport
Providing cover to release primary teachers for professional development in PE/sport
Running sport competitions, or increasing participation in the school games
Buying quality assured professional development modules or material for PE/sport
Providing places for pupils on after school sport clubs and residential visits
Sports funding – How has it been used?
Roebuck Academy is committed to using the Sports Premium in the best possible way. So far, the Academy has strived to:
Work in a collaborative partnership with Stevenage Sporting Futures Trust (SSFT) where all children are fully involved in a variety of sporting experiences, festivals and competitions.
Take advantage of regular training and support offered from SSFT staff.
Employ a Sports Specialist Teaching Assistant to work in the school for five days a week, both supporting and leading in PE lessons and extra-curricular activities.
Provide the Sports Specialist Teaching Assistant with target groups of children to develop their skills in PE and sport.
Provide training and funding to enable midday supervisors to deliver a variety of playground games during lunchtimes.  
Provide children in Year 5 and 6 with training to ensure that they are able to lead sporting activities at lunch and break times.
Provide all children in Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2 with junior membership to the Supporters Association of the local football club. This gives the children the opportunity to be a match day mascot; provides them with regular information  about living a healthy and sporting lifestyle; and gives the children 15% discount at many sport and fitness clubs / shops in the local area.
Forge strong links with the PE subject leader at Thomas Alleyne's Academy to help improve PE provision across the school and trust.
Employ a specialist sports coach/es to improve the quality of Teaching and Learning of PE at the school
Improve the PE and fitness equipment at the school to improve the provision offered
