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Our Nursery

We are really pleased that your child is joining our Nursery. We look forward to forming a partnership with you to ensure your child has the best possible start to their education.

Young children learn best through purposeful play and first-hand experience. We aim to make learning fun and meaningful for them, in a happy and secure environment where children feel valued and confident.

Parents of Nursery children need to ensure that they complete the following forms before their child starts with us in September.
· Confidential Personal Record booklet

· Home School Agreement
· Parent declaration
Parents often have lots of questions when their child is first due to start Nursery. Hopefully, lots of these questions are answered in the main prospectus booklet. However, if you have any further questions, please do not hesitate to ask us. Below are answers to some frequently asked questions from parents of our Nursery children:

Absence

Although it is not statutory that children attend a Nursery, it is still important to inform the school if your child will not be attending on a particular day. This can be done by simply phoning the school office.

Food Technology

Cooking and preparing food to share at Nursery are very popular activities. Please let the school know if your child has any food allergies.

Physical Development (PE)

PE is weekly. We encourage the children to remove socks/tights, shoes and jumpers themselves. They are then expected to dress themselves again afterwards. This helps their social independence and is an excellent opportunity to practise manipulative skills. Parents can help by ensuring that fastenings are easy to manage. During the summer term, PE is often outdoors. Therefore, plimsolls or trainers are essential.

Sharing Books

We encourage the children to borrow books from the Nursery book area on a daily basis, Sharing books at home is extremely valuable as children often learn to read by sharing familiar books regularly. Parents can help in the following ways:

· Try to make it a special time together.

· Show your child which way to hold the book – Look at the front cover and talk about the picture. Ask questions such as, ‘What could this book be about?’

· Show your child where the writing starts and that we read from left to right.

· Remember that reading should be fun!

All children are given a school book bag when starting Nursery. It is essential that these are brought with them every day as books, letters and pictures can be safely stored in them.
